INTRODUCTION

We submit this statement on behalf of the Central
Park West Preservation Committee, Inc. (the "Committee")
in opposition to the request of the New-York Historical
Society (the "Historical Society") that the Landmarks
Preservation Commission (the "Commission") (a) grant a
certificate of appropriateness for the apartment tower
proposed to be constructed over the Society's landmark
building at 170 Central Park West which, in| addition to
being individually designated, is within the Central Park
West-76th Street Historic District ("76th Street Historic
District"); anad (b) act asﬂthe project's champion by be-
coming the applicant for a special permit pursuant to
§74-711 of the Zoning Resolution. The Committee's strong
interest in preserving the unigque architectural, cultural
and historical qualities of Central Park West and the
surrounding area compels it to speak out against the de-
structive effect the residential tower would, if approved,
have on the Society's building, the 76th Street Historic

District, and the surrounding area.
